Two new 
programs – If you are 60% or more, you can freeze your 
homeowner’s taxes at the current level, just the same as when you 
turn 65 years old. See me at the Bossier Veterans Affairs Office 2292 
Barksdale Blvd. in Casio's Office Plaza for the necessary paperwork. 
You will also need a copy of your 2007 income tax return, then take 
both of them to the Bossier Tax Assessors office -- to the Bossier Tax 
Assessors office -- at the Benton Court House, or the office on 
Benton Road, just north of the City complex. Also, 60% and up, free 
LA Drivers Licenses available, no more 4 years pay again. 
Remember, it is never too late to file for your VA benefits.
